Two Days with an Overnight Stay at Dutch Wonderlands
Day 1: Check-in at Old Mill Streamss Campground.

Morning: From Old Mill Stream Campground, walk to the Castle. Upon arrival,
purchase the Two-Day Flex ticket. Head straight to Duke’s Lagoon to enjoy
the water and surrounding rides while it is less crowded.

Lunch: Avoid the lunch rush by eating before 11 AM or after 2 PM. Both Castle Café
and Mill Stream Eatery are air-conditioned restaurants that offer baby food,
healthy options and much more. Let your lunch settle while riding the Lay Gay
River Boat, the Gondola Cruise, or simply catch a show. The Sky Ride can be
useful when traveling across the Park. Start at the back of the Park and work
your way to the front to avoid the crowds.

Afternoon: For nap time, head back to Old Mill Stream to relax. Just remember to have
your hand stamped at the exit; this will allow re-entry later in the day. As an
alternative, Duke's Lagoon offers chairs and shade to relax in for an afternoon
nap. Before leaving, visit the Castle Gift Shop where end-of-day memory
items can be purchased.

Day 2: Arrive back at Dutch Wonderland at 10 AM. Enjoy a fun filled second day
completing all the rides and re-visiting your favorites. Stop by Duke's Lagoon
waterplay area to cool off! Grab some lunch at Sharky's Grill, located in the
lagoon area. End the day at Wonderand=u Mini-Golf, located just to the east
of the Park entrance.
