Throughout the years,

the Clark family added more rides and attractions. Hershey Entertainment & Resorts purchased the property

in 2001. In November 2010, Palace Entertainment purchased Wonderland Amusement Management, which

includes Dutch Wonderland and Old Mill Stream Campground. Dutch Wonderland continues to enjoy growth

and change, while keeping the unique charm and family focus established by the Clarks.
